About the NC Collection Gallery

The North Carolina Collection Gallery is located
within the Wilson Library on the UNC at Chapel Hill
campus. The Collection includes over 250,000
books and pamphlets, as well as more than
400,000 photographs and 15,000 museum objects
— most of which are directly related to the people,
places and events of North Carolina’s history.

Of particular interest to members of the RCC
are the Gallery’s collection of over 6,000 pieces of
paper money and scrip (a large portion of which
dates from the Civil War era) and the 3,000+ piece
coin/medal/token collection. Among the Gallery’s
coins is a beautiful collection of Bechtler gold coins
— one of the finest in existence! The Bechtler
collection is on display within the Gallery and will be
available for viewing during the November meeting.

The Gallery also features the Sir Walter Raleigh
Collection, which includes rare books, pamphlets,
manuscripts and maps, many dating to the time of
Raleigh. Many items from this collection are on
display within the Gallery.

Directions to the NC Collection Gallery

B From Interstate 40 (coming from Raleigh and points east):

- Take exit 273-B (Hwy 54) towards Chapel Hill
- Continue straight for 4 miles to the top of the hill

- Park at UNC Visitor Parking Lot on right before traffic light

B From Interstate 85 North (coming from Durham and points north):
- Follow 1-85 to intersection with Hwy 15-501 South
- Follow 15-501 South towards Chapel Hill; the highway will divide
- Remain on 15-501 South (Bypass) bearing left, away from Franklin Street
- Turn right onto Highway 54 Exit towards "UNC-Chapel Hill"

- Continue to the top of the hill

- Park at UNC Visitor Parking Lot on right before traffic light
